Rights Retention: The Basics
Rights retention enables researchers to share their research faster and
facilitates funder compliance.

*Rights retention works on the premise of a prior licence with a third party, such as the University or your
funder.

*An example statement: “For the purpose of open access, the author has applied a Creative Commons
Attribution (CC BY) licence to any Author Accepted Manuscript version arising from this submission.”
Remember to acknowledge your funder, with grant number, where applicable.

Symplectic Elements

*Upload your accepted manuscripts on acceptance

*Choose whether to make your accepted manuscript available immediately or to wait until the paper has been
published. Your AM will be made available in Apollo with a CC BY licence (or alternative specified licence)
either immediately upon deposit, or when your paper is published, depending on which option you choose.

*Funder compliance may be dependent upon deposit in a specific repository, such as EuropePMC.
